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FOREIGN TRAVELLERS IN THE ROMANIAN SPACE: FROM THE CAPITALS OF THE EMPIRES

TO THE ROYAL COURTS IN THE ROMANIAN PRINCIPALITIES (1710-1810)

The foreign travellers that crossed the Romanian Principality mostly came from Central and Northern Europe. Their
presence in the Romanian space is due to their political, military and economic missions they received from the states
that would send them. After crossing the political borders, the representatives of the great powers would enter the
country and would usually follow the road towards the capitals of the Romanian Principalities: Jassy, Bucharest, Sibiu,
and come into contact with realities that defined those provinces. The pilgrims would notice the strong oriental
influences at the princes’ courts, observed in the ceremony, clothing and protocol. However, the pilgrims would also
remark the western influences at the courts of the Romanian princes, though indeed still timid. In Transylvania, at the
governor’s court, the presence of the western world is prevailing and obvious. The foreign travellers would make
numerous considerations of the clothing, households, mentalities and political system in the Romanian Principalities.
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
