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Anii '30 ai secolului XX sunt marcati de primele incercari reusite de institutionalizare a unei noi orientari, si anume —
istoria mentalitatilor. in aceasta perioada, mentalitatea este abordatd mai mult dintr-o perspectiva istorica, analizandu-se
locul pe care 1l are mentalul colectiv in investigarea trecutului. Cu toate acestea, mentalitatea a fost i rimane a fi un concept
complex care necesita tratari diverse. In acest sens, articolul dat reliefeaza caracterul multidisciplinar al abordarilor fe-
nomenelor imaginarului i mentalitatii, care este demonstrat prin dizolvarea hotarelor de demarcare a domeniilor de cu-
noastere ca filosofia, istoria imaginarului si a mentalitatilor, politologie, antropologia culturala, psihologia sociala si
psihanaliza, psihosociologia, ca urmare a constientizarii necesititii ,,parteneriatelor” interdisciplinare initiate de cercetatori
din diverse tari, printre care un loc de cinste il ocupa cei proveniti din Franta. Astfel, in rezultatul cercetarii conditiilor
de constituire a cadrului teoretico-metodologic al conceptului de mentalitate colectiva si a diversitatii aspectelor definitorii
specifice acestuia, am constatat ca specificul pluridisciplinar al abordarilor care s-au coagulat pe parcursul timpului prezinta
fenomenul mentalitatii colective, in evolutia sa de la conotatia peiorativa de psihism primitiv la cea de sintezd dinamica si
vie a fiecarei societati, in care se include specificitatea culturala si se definesc civilizatiile.
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INTER- AND MULTIDISCIPLINARITY AS A METHODOLOGY

FOR RESEARCHING COLLECTIVE MENTALITIES

The 1930s are marked by the first successful attempts to institutionalise a new orientation, namely, the history of
mentalities. During this period, the mentality is approached more from a historical perspective, analysing the place that
the collective mind has in investigating the past. However, the mentality was and remains a complex concept that requires
various treatments. In this sense, this article highlights the multidisciplinary nature of approaches to the phenomena of
imaginary and mentality, which is demonstrated by dissolving the boundaries of knowledge such as philosophy, history
of imaginary and mentalities, political science, cultural anthropology, social psychology and psychoanalysis, psychoso-
ciology, as due to the awareness of the need for interdisciplinary “partnerships” initiated by researchers from various
countries, among which those from France occupy a place of honour. Thus, as a result of researching the conditions for
establishing the theoretical-methodological framework of the concept of collective mentality and the diversity of its
specific defining aspects, we found that the multidisciplinary specificity of approaches that have coagulated over time
presents the phenomenon of collective mentality in its evolution from the pejorative connotation of primitive psychism
to that of dynamic synthesis of each society, which includes cultural specificity and defines civilizations.
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
